This letter is in response to the proposed changes to the TBI Fund.  The Fund has always included people with acquired brain injury.  If this changes, those who have had strokes and who have relied on the Fund to support services which extend function and quality of life, will be denied that opportunity.  

The Fund is currently under-financed.  If an additional fifty-cent surcharge is placed on vehicle registration, there will be no need to cut services.  This money will maintain a budget-neutral situation with respect to NJ, and will resolve the problem.  

The funding for services provided to people with stroke is crucial in the current economic climate.  Now is not the time to eliminate support for over 3,500 people.
